MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE TOWN BOARD MEETING – Aug. 22, 2011 

IN ATTENDANCE: Town Board Chair Ed Eloranta, Supervisor I Wayne Hefty, Supervisor II Richard Schwenn and Clerk Vicki Anderson.

CALL TO ORDER: by Chair Eloranta, 8 p.m.

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. By 8/18/11 the agenda was posted in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law. As an additional service to the citizens, a notice of the meeting was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” on 8/11/11. 
MINUTES: Motion by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the TB minutes of 7/18/11 as distributed. Motion carried 3-0. 

Plan Commission Recommendations: Erickson/preliminary CSM/Offerdahl Rd./Sec. 21
MOTION by Eloranta/Schwenn to approve the preliminary CSM as submitted with Town Board Supervisor II Schwenn stating that he hopes no one develops lot 3 while he is on the TB.

Discussion: Contiguous acres owned on the effective date of the Plan = approximately 40 acres. The preliminary CSM is based on an Option 2 concept plan for three lots – Lot 1 = existing house on 1.98 acres with size determined in part by location of existing septic field; Lot 2 = 3.08 acres; and Lot 3 = 34.95 acres. The following statements will be required on the final CSM: no further divisions of these lots shall be permitted under the current land use plan; approved building envelopes for Lots 2 and 3 is on file in the town hall; and screenings shall be required at the building envelope for Lot 2. TB Supervisor I Hefty voted against the preliminary CSM stating that he believes that Lot 2 violates the concept of the land use plan. TB Supervisor Schwenn II wishes that Lot 3 would not be developed because it is all farmland and the driveway to reach the proposed building envelope would travel through a low, wet spot on the property. However, Schwenn acknowledges that the Plan does not prohibit agricultural land from being included in lots. TB Chair Eloranta acknowledges that this 40 acre parcel, being all agricultural land and open land, required some trade-offs: longer driveway to locate the building envelope on Lot 2 over the crest of the hill, and locating the building envelopes for Lots 2 & 3 at the edges of the farmland. Motion to approve the preliminary CSM carried 2-1, 8:31 p.m. (Hefty – nay.)

J. Livesey lands (formerly J. Oltman)/rezoning Petition #10341 to Amend–Official Wetland Inventory Maps –Driveway Permit/Sharpes Corner Rd./Sec. 32
MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the rezoning of wetlands out of the Dane County Official Wetland Inventory Maps so that a driveway may be permitted on the Livesey property. Discussion: In December, 2010, the TB approved the Driveway Permit Part I and II as depicted on the “Oltman Property Driveway Existing Site Plan and Grading and Erosion Control Plan,” dated Dec. 6, 2010, by Quam Engineering, LLC. In early 2011, in the review of the erosion control plan for the driveway, Dane County staff identified hydric soils on the site. The rezoning out of the wetlands inventory map is part of the process a driveway may not be constructed in wetlands. In the “Notice of Complete Application for Proposed Culvert, Grading and Wetland Fill” dated 7/14/11, from Dan Hunt, Water Management Specialist, DNR, it states: “The Department has made a tentative determination that it will conditionally approve the application.” Motion to approve the rezoning carried 3-0.  
Operator’s Licenses/MaRCine’s/Patti L. Lawinger and William J. Lawinger
MOTION by Eloranta/Schwenn to approve the operators’ licenses for Patti L. Lawinger and William J. Lawinger. Discussion: In completing the criminal record check, routinely completed for all applicants for operator’s license, the records show alcohol-related incidents in the past for William J. Lawinger. Though the convictions may not be directly related to the activity of running a bar unsupervised, and therefore, not grounds for denial of an operator’s license, a bar may not be the best environment for someone with this history. Based on the policy of Marcine Gilbertson, the owner of Marcine’s, that no bartenders are allowed alcohol while working in the bar, the license for William Lawinger was approved. Motion carried 3-0. 
Ward Maps Based on Results of 2010 Census
MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to approve Resolution 11-8-1 to Adopt a Ward Plan and to Combine Municipal Wards for Voting Purposes. Discussion: All municipalities must create a ward map designating wards of 1,000 residents or less. Springdale has had two wards for several years. As the population has increased since the last census, the distribution of the population between Wards 1 and 2 must change to maintain no more than 1,000 people in each ward. Ward 1 contains 997 people and Ward 2 contains 907 people. Motion carried 3-0. 

Memo of Understanding Town and Dane County/Statewide Voter Registration System (SVRS)
MOTION by Hefty/Schwenn to approve the Extension of Memorandum of Understanding Between the Town of Springdale and the County of Dane for the Statewide Voter Registration System. Motion carried 3-0.
Signs Posted in Town Buildings/”No Weapons Allowed Inside This Building”
MOTION by Eloranta/Schwenn to post signs to ban the open or concealed carry of weapons into municipal buildings or special events. Discussion: 2011 Wisconsin Act 35 made the concealed carrying of weapons legal in Wisconsin. The concealed carry law takes effect on November 1. A town or village can ban the open or concealed carrying of weapons into municipal buildings or special events by using signs. The signs have to be at least five by seven inches in size. Signs must be posted so as to be located in a prominent place near all of the entrances to the building to which the restriction applies and any individual entering the building can be reasonable expected to see the sign. (Wisconsin Towns Association August Report 2011.) Motion carried 3-0.
Theft of Road Signs 
The Town requests any information about the whereabouts of the following road name signs which have been stolen: Lewis Rd., Ridgeview Rd., Sletto Rd., Sharpes Corner Rd., Erb Rd., Springdale Center Rd. and Messerschmidt Dr. In addition, bridge marker signs have been stolen from Spring Rose Rd. bridge and Paulson Rd. bridge. Stop signs have been stolen from Lewis Rd. and Springdale Center Rd. and Messerschmidt Dr. The theft of road signs may result in road safety hazards, inconvenience to travelers and an expense to town taxpayers. Already, it has cost the town over $500 in materials and labor to replace the stolen signs.  
Sale of Old Lawnmower 
MOTION by Eloranta/Schwenn to approve W. Hefty’s plan to sell the lawnmower on Craig’s List for best offer. Motion carried 2-0-1 (Hefty abstained.)
BILLS: MOTION by Schwenn/Eloranta to approve payment of the bills. Motion to approve carried 3-0, 9 p.m.
ADJOURN: MOTION by Schwenn/Hefty to adjourn. Motion carried 3-0.
