MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE PLAN COMMISSION MEETING May 28, 2013  
IN ATTENDANCE: Carol Statz, Mike Fagan, Jim Hanson, John Rosenbaum, Jeff Smith and Denise Sullivan. (A quorum is present.)
CALL TO ORDER: by Statz at 7 p.m. 

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. The final agenda was posted on 05/25/13 in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law, and as a service to the residents, the agenda was published in the Mt. Horeb Mail on 05/23/13. 
MINUTES: MOTION by Fagan/Smith to approve the minutes of 4/22/13, as distributed. Motion carried 6-0.

public hearing/action: Coleman Dockter/rezone #10561 from C-1 to LC-1/compliance for structures and storage of equipment/n. station rd./sec. 1: 
MOTION by Smith/Fagan to approve the amended motion by Rosenbaum to grant the request for the rezone from C-1 to LC-1 with conditions: 1. The rezone is limited to the single permitted use of 10.111 Dane County Code of Ordinances Chapter 10.111 LC-1(2) Permitted Uses (b) Indoor Storage. 2. All setback regulations shall be met. 3. Lighting shall be limited to a switch-activated light.
Discussion: Dockter is a construction contractor and the garage is needed to store tools and work equipment and personal vehicles. The LC-1 district allows for a higher roof on the outbuilding, which is needed because of the slope of the property. He plans to construct a 30’ x 40’ outbuilding on the existing foundation if setback requirements can be met at that location. All equipment and vehicles will be stored inside the building. No business will be conducted there. A petition in support of the rezoning was signed by neighbors. FYI: The existing CUP 1913 remains in effect to permit the existing single-family residence on the property. The proposal was found to meet the goals and policies of the Plan. Motion to approve with conditions carried 6-0. 
preapplication meeting: amy jester/cup-limited family business-photography studio in existing accessory building/cth pd/sec. 11: NO ACTION: 
Proposal: Amy Jester Photography provides high-end family and child portraits. Founded in 2006, it is a service-oriented business that sees clients by appointment only. Amy Jester is the owner and sole employee. Jester proposes rehabilitating an existing accessory storage building on the property for use as a photography studio. This building is an abandoned house on the property which cannot be used for residential purposes. Jester reports that officials of the Department of Public Health of Dane County and Madison and Dane County Zoning would permit only a composting toilet and sink in the accessory building. The previous septic system servicing this structure has been crushed. Other potential conditions anticipated by Jester are: use of 2 existing off-street parking spots on the property; any and all lighting would be dark sky compliant or motion or switch activated; no signage; limited traffic since she sees 10 clients in a week in a very busy season. In general, the PC considers the proposal consistent with the Plan without negative impacts on the neighbors. Jester will contact the town when she chooses to formally apply for the CUP. 
public hearing/action: t. j. johnson and brittany wendland/lot line adjustment and cup #2242-limited family business-e-commerce business:
PRELIMINARY CSM: MOTION by Sullivan/Smith to approve the preliminary CSM for the lot line adjustment for Lot 1 and Lot 2 subject to Dane County waiver of the 66’of frontage on an existing public way for Lot 2 of this new CSM. Discussion: Johnson is proposing a lot line adjustment of Lot 3 and Lot 4 of CSM 8897. The Lot 1 of the revised CSM has 66’ frontage on Coray Lane and would add wooded land to the lot for a total acreage of 18.27 acres. Lot 2 of the revised CSM would contain 14.64 acres and would not have any frontage on an existing public way, necessitating a waiver from the Dane County ZLR Committee. The original lots both contained more than 15 acres each and 66’ frontage on an existing public way was not required at that time for lots of that size. With this proposed change in the original CSMs the new standards for road frontage are required. Motion to approve the preliminary CSM carried 6-0. 

CUP #2242: Proposal: Brittany Wendland operates two ecommerce sites: Cow & Lizard (www.cowandlizard.com) and My Knitch (www.myknitch.com) Wendland and her husband T.J. Johnson propose to build an accessory building in which to run her business – receiving, storing and shipping product. The accessory building will have a garage attached to it for the storage of tractor, plow, snow blower, garden tractor for their residential use. She is the sole employee and all business is conducted online with no customers on site. She understands that the accessory building shall never be used as a residence. The proposal was found to be consistent with the Plan. 
Standard considerations for all CUP applications: The Plan Commission after consideration of the conditional use permit made the following findings of fact. 

Consideration of the six standards in Dane County Code of  Ordinances 10.255(2)(b) by PC:

1. That the establishment, maintenance, or operation of the conditional use will not be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, comfort or welfare; 
Motion by Fagan/Statz that the standard has been met. Discussion: It is consistent with the Plan. Motion carried 6-0. 

2. That the uses, values and enjoyment of other property in the neighborhood for purposes already permitted shall be in no foreseeable manner substantially impaired or diminished by establishment, maintenance or operation of the conditional use. 
Motion by Fagan/Sullivan that the standard has been met. Discussion: The proposed accessory building will be built to look like a barn. Neighboring property owners are quite far away. The e-commerce activity is consistent with the Plan. Motion carried 6-0. 

3. That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of the surrounding property for uses permitted in the district. 
Motion by Fagan/Hanson that the standard has been met. Motion carried 6-0. 

4. That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary site improvements have been or are being made; 
Motion by Fagan/Smith that the standard has been met. Discussion: The Johnson-Wendland have already committed to run electricity and telephone to Lot 2, to the south of their property. Motion carried 6-0. 

5. That adequate measures have been or will be taken to provide ingress and egress so designed as to minimize traffic congestion in the public streets; 
Motion by Fagan/Statz that the standard has been met. Motion carried 6-0. 
6. That the conditional use shall conform to all applicable regulations of the district in which it is located. 

Motion by Fagan/Hanson that the standard has been met. Discussion: It is consistent with the Plan and the goals and policies to protect the rural character of the town and balance the interests of neighbors. It is a quiet business; tucked back in the woods; no noise, no exhaust, no disposal of hazardous materials; no negative impact on the neighbors; minimal use of agricultural land; no minimizing the property values of adjacent lands. Motion carried 6-0. 
In conclusion, the six standards have been met with the following conditions of the CUP:
1. The accessory building for the limited family business shall be limited in size to 48 sq. ft. x 56 sq. ft.
1. All employees, except one or one full-time equivalent, shall be a member of the family residing on the premises. 

2. On-site retail sales shall not be permitted. No customers shall travel to the site.

3. Outdoor storage, outdoor activities, and outside loudspeakers are prohibited.

4. The number of deliveries by standard UPS, FedEx and USPS deliveries shall be limited to six per day.

5. Outside lighting shall be dark-sky lighting (shielded to prevent glare into the night sky or direct-beam illumination of neighboring residences and with full cut-off fixtures which prevent all upward transmission of light) and switch-activated.
6.  Signage shall be limited to a small sign on the door or window.
7.  An easement agreement has been reached between T. J. Johnson and the neighboring property owner for the installation of utilities. 
MOTION by Rosenbaum/Sullivan to recommend approval of the CUP to the TB with the above conditions. Motion carried 6-0, 
8:47 p.m.
preapplication meeting: neil and pam johnson/land division/spring rose road/sec. 25: NO ACTION-
The Johnsons are investigating selling off approximately 34 acres of farmland to a farmer. Contiguous acres owned on the effective date of the Plan = 44.734 acres. Possible new lots are: Option 1 – 1 new lot, Option 2 – 2 new lots. Due to the terrain and drainage no development areas for new lots are feasible on the 34 acres of farmland. If new lots would be pursued in the future, there may be a development area near the current house and outbuildings. It was agreed that a site visit was unnecessary. 
ELMER AND NORMA BAKER/PRELIMINARY CSM-LOT LINE ADJUSTMENT/RIDGEVIEW ROAD/SEC. 7 & 8: MOTION by Fagan/Smith to approve the preliminary CSM for the lot line adjustment as presented with the understanding that the westerly lot line will be slightly changed by straightening it by the time of the TB meeting on June 17, 2013. Discussion: The Bakers are increasing the existing 1.7 acre Lot 1 CSM 4421, to include the outbuildings with the house. The preliminary CSM is approximately 4.5 acres. Motion to approve carried 6-0, 9:08 p.m.
PLAN COMMISSION PROCEDURES: 
Election of Officers: Nomination of C. Statz as chair. Nomination declined by C. Statz. Nomination of J. Rosenbaum as chair, accepted and approved by a vote of 5 – 1- 0 (Rosenbaum opposed.) Nomination of C. Statz as Vice-chair, accepted and approved by vote of 6-0. Due to the length of this meeting, the PC will discuss CUP procedures at a future meeting. No site visits have been requested. The next regular PC meeting will be held on Monday, June 24, 2013, at 7 p.m., with the deadline for submittals as June 10, 2013.
