MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE PLAN COMMISSION MEETING Feb. 28, 2011  
IN ATTENDANCE: Chair Carol Statz, Ellen Bunn, Mike Fagan, Jim Hanson, Wayne Hefty, Dick Leazer and John Rosenbaum 
CALL TO ORDER: by Statz at 8 p.m. 

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. The final agenda was posted on 2/25/11 in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law. As an additional service to the citizens, a tentative agenda of the meeting was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” and Town and Country Shopper on 2/24/11.
MINUTES: MOTION by Rosenbaum/Bunn to approve the minutes of Nov. 22, 2010 meeting as distributed. Motion carried 6-0.

J. MRKVICKA/CUP # 2165 DAY CAMP SCHOOL/2418 DAHLK CIRCLE/SEC. 25: MOTION by Rosenbaum/Leazer to grant the CUP #2165 with the following provisions: 

1. Hours of operation of the day camp school shall be limited to: 7 a.m. to 6 p.m., Monday through Friday.

2. Dates of operation of the day camp school shall be limited to June 1 through Aug. 31.

3. Capacity of the day camp school shall be limited to 15 children.

4. Signage shall conform with all pertinent ordinances in the Town of Springdale, county and state.

MOTION by Bunn/Hefty to amend the motion to include the provision that the dates of operation of the day camp school shall be limited to Jun 1 through Aug. 31.  Motion to amend carried 7-0. Motion to approve main motion carried 7-0.

Discussion: The Plan Commission after consideration of the conditional use permit made the following findings of fact. 

Consideration of the six standards in Dane County Code of  Ordinances 10.255(2)(b) by PC:

1. That the establishment, maintenance, or operation of the conditional use will not be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, comfort or welfare; 

2. That the uses, values and enjoyment of other property in the neighborhood for purposes already permitted shall be in no foreseeable manner substantially impaired or diminished by establishment, maintenance or operation of the conditional use.

3. That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of the surrounding property for uses permitted in the district. 

4. That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary site improvements have been or are being made; 

5. That adequate measures have been or will be taken to provide ingress and egress so designed as to minimize traffic congestion in the public streets; 

6. That the conditional use shall conform to all applicable regulations of the district in which it is located. 

Proposal: At this time, a day care for not more than eight children is operated in the Mrkvicka home as a permitted use in the A-1 zoning district. Mrkvicka proposes to provide day camp school activities for some of the siblings of her daycare children and other children in a 100’ X 50’ structure at the rear of her five acre property. Mrkvicka explains that according to the licensing rules for day camp schools from the State Department of Children and Families, the day camp cannot be operated out of her home without major renovation.     
PRE-APPLICATION MEETING-Sec. 9 (C) of the Town of Springdale Land Use Plan states: “Individuals intending to apply for (a) a change to zoning district boundaries or (b) a conditional use permit are requested and encouraged to meet with the Town of Springdale Plan Commission before formally applying to Dane County. The purpose of the pre-application meeting is to provide the Town with development information so that the town shall be in a position to evaluate formal applications to Dane County for a zoning change or conditional use permit in an efficient and timely manner. The Town of Springdale Plan Commission would not make a final determination on any issue at the pre-application meeting. 

A. S. LANDRY/CUP FOR LIMITED-FAMILY BUISINESS IN MOTORCYCLE SALES/ERB RD./ SEC. 26: Discussion only:
Landry proposes to sell up to five rare motorcycles on E-bay, Craig’s List and at motorcycle shows each year out of an accessory building on his residential lot. A dealer’s license would be required from the state. There would be no retail traffic. If hours of operation were necessary, to arrange the pick up of a motorcycle, it would be on Saturdays only from 8 a.m. to noon. All motorcycles would be stored in the accessory building. A small sign may be necessary to direct purchasers to the pick-up site. No non-family members would be employed by the limited-family business. No extra lighting for the business would be needed. 
It was generally agreed that as presented, the CUP proposal fits with the following goals of the town Plan: limited impact on rural qualities, no signage, no additional traffic. If Landry chooses to proceed with his proposal, it is recommended that he prepare a list of conditions to present to the Plan Commission.

B. H. WEASLER/CHILD CARE CENTER: No discussion; no one in attendance.
C. L. PELLETIER/LIMITED-FAMILY BUSINESS FOR PILATES CLASS: Discussion only: Pelletier is researching the purchase of land on which to build her residence and an accessory building to house her existing Pilates business. In looking at a specific lot in the Town of Springdale she posed three questions to the PC: 1. Could a driveway be safely/conveniently located on this specific lot? 

2. Could an accessory building be located on this lot with the driveway and residence? 3. Is her business supported by the town Plan.
Due to the slope, size and location of the specific lot, the PC could not answer questions # 1 and #2. It was suggested that an engineer would have to address her questions. In considering her third question, it was generally agreed that a small-scale exercise class business housed in a residence or accessory building on a residential lot, not lighted for night operation, could meet the goals of the town Plan in the ‘right’ location. It was suggested that the applicant review the town Plan Section 9 Commercial Development/Uses for the list of items to be considered in approving rezonings/CUPs.
D. T. RINDY/STATE RD. 92/ SEC. 34/REZONING FROM B-1 TO C-1 ZONING FOR CUP FOR DUPLEX TO BRING EXISTING STRUCTURE  INTO COMPLIANCE: Discussion only:  Tom and Stuart Rindy would like to rezone the existing structure from B-1 to C-1 zoning with a CUP for a duplex, to bring it into compliance with the DCCO. The grandfathered status as a duplex in the building zoned B-1 has expired since the building has not been occupied for over a year. It was generally agreed that the proposal would meet the goals of the town Plan as long as the rezoning defined the ONLY use to be a duplex. 
5. PUBLIC HEARING: AMENDMENT SUGGESTIONS FOR THE TOWN OF SPRINGDALE LAND USE PLAN SUBMITTED AS OF 12/31/10. No new amendment suggestions were received as of 12/31/10. It was agreed that the Clerk would insert the proposed language of the amendment suggestions received as of 12/31/09 into the Plan (redlined) for discussion by the PC at the March PC meeting. It was suggested that the PC discuss the amount of traffic, peak and frequency throughout the day, thought to be consistent with the town Plan goals. Sec. 9 (E) of the Plan states: “The town shall consider the identified and potential impact of any proposed business development on but not limited to: ….(e) traffic and parking …. 
6. PLAN COMMISSION PROCEDURES: The next PC meeting will be held on March 28, 2011, at 8 p.m. with the deadline for submittals as March 14, 2011.  If a site visit is requested, it could be held on Saturday, March 12, 2011, at 9 a.m.
