MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE PLAN COMMISSION MEETING MAY 25, 2011  
IN ATTENDANCE: Vice-Chair John Rosenbaum, Mike Fagan, Jim Hanson, Wayne Hefty, Dick Leazer, Jeff Smith and Denise Sullivan.  
CALL TO ORDER: by Rosenbaum at 8 p.m. 

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. The final agenda was posted on 5/19/11 in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law. As an additional service to the citizens, a tentative agenda of the meeting was published in the “Mt. Horeb Mail” and Town and Country Shopper on 5/19/11.
MINUTES: MOTION by Fagan/Hefty to approve the minutes of April 25, 2011, as amended. Motion carried 7-0.

K. GRIFFIN/A-1 WITH CUP #2171/ZONING COMPLIANCE FOR STRUCTURE AND USE-QUILTERS-CRAFTERS RETREAT/SEC. 9/CTH P:
Research: As a follow-up to the April 25, 2011 meeting re: CUP 2171 the following information has been obtained by the Clerk:

**a statement from Dane County Environmental Health about the sizing of the existing septic tank – Perry Dahl, Dane County and City of Madison Public Health Dept., in a phone conversation with the Town Clerk, stated that he understands the use of the structure for a quilters’ retreat and has determined that the septic system is adequately sized for the use. He explained that the septic system standards require that a septic system be sized for 150 gallons/per day/per bathroom = 600 gallons/day for this four bedroom structure. He has determined that 600 gallons/day is much greater water usage than the anticipated water usage for a quilters’ retreat for 200 days/year. 
**a statement from the Town of Springdale Building Inspector about any changes needed to the residential structure – In an e-mail from Building Inspector Mike Fenley to the Town, dated 5/20/11, the items required to be installed in the structure at 2948 CTH P are:

1. Fire extinguishers – one on first and one on second floors. 2. Exit lights with emergency backup – one in upstairs hall. One each over four exit doors on main floor. 3. Panic hardware on four exit doors (handles that allow exit when locked.) 4. Carbon monoxide detectors. In addition, the Building Inspector Tracy Johnson explained that an exterior fire escape is not required with this use because all bedroom windows can be used to exit the building. He explained that the City of Madison requires external fire exits in some situations depending upon the height of the building and the use of the building. 

** a statement from the DNR regarding this use and potential negative impacts on the creek at the rear of the property.

The initial conversation with a DNR staff member suggested that the distance from the parking area to the creek was substantial and thus, a DNR site visit to the property was not warranted. The Clerk spoke to a DNR staff member who tests the water quality of this unnamed tributary of Schlapbach Creek as a volunteer with the Upper Sugar River Watershed Association, USRWA,and thus, is familiar with the location of the Griffin property. He agreed that the distance of the parking area to the creek was substantial and the parking of cars by the house should not be a concern. Megan Phillips, Executive Director of the USRWA, reported that she had spoken with a staff member of the Dane County Land Conservation Department who stated that they couldn’t imagine a concern unless there were soil erosion.  
Discussion: The Plan Commission reiterated that they had reviewed the six standards for Conditional Use Permits in Dane County Code of Ordinances 10.255(2)(b)  at the April 25, 2011, meeting and believe that with conditions on the proposed use these standards could be met. 

1. That the establishment, maintenance, or operation of the conditional use will not be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, comfort or welfare; 

2. That the uses, values and enjoyment of other property in the neighborhood for purposes already permitted shall be in no foreseeable manner substantially impaired or diminished by establishment, maintenance or operation of the conditional use.

3. That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of the surrounding property for uses permitted in the district. 

4. That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary site improvements have been or are being made; 

5. That adequate measures have been or will be taken to provide ingress and egress so designed as to minimize traffic congestion in the public streets; 

6. That the conditional use shall conform to all applicable regulations of the district in which it is located.  

Proposed Conditions: 
1. No signage shall be permitted.
2. Exterior lighting is limited: the garage and porch lights shall be motion-activated. Front entry lights shall be full cut-off light fixtures, switched and used only by customers as needed. 
3. A maximum of 24 cars shall be permitted per day in the designated parking areas indicated on the parking plan submitted to the Town. Adequate access for emergency equipment shall be maintained at all times. Parking shall not be permitted in the circular drive except for loading and unloading. No on-street parking shall be permitted. 
4. The use shall be limited to a combination of days in a week, not to exceed a total of 200 days a year. 
5. A maximum of 24 people shall stay in the four bedrooms. No children under 14 years of age and no pets are allowed. 

6. Outside activities are to be minimized during the operation of the use permitted in this Conditional Use Permit.

7. Screenings between the house and CTH P and between the house and the neighboring property to the south shall be maintained.  

8. No outdoor amplification of sound shall be permitted.

9. No retail sales shall be conducted on the property. 

10. The CUP shall expire at such time that Kerry Griffin is no longer the owner and operator.

11. The groups shall be limited to individuals engaged in quilting, crafting, knitting, jewelry making and art. 
MOTION by Hefty/Sullivan to approve CUP 2171 with the conditions 1 – 11 discussed and put together this evening. Discussion: It is believed that the points in the e-mail from Amy Ahrens to the PC, dated May 23, 2011, have been covered. Motion to approve with conditions carried 7-0. 
ERICKSON LANDS/OFFERDAHL RD./SEC. 21/CONCEPT PLAN: 
Concept Plan Overview: Contiguous acres owned on the effective date of the Plan = approximately 40 acres. A site visit and report were completed on 1/29/11. The Co-Trustee Carol Todaro submitted a signed authorization, dated May 16, 2011, for Roger G. Erickson to discuss changes to the Erickson Family Trust on her behalf. The Ericksons  request an Option 2 division and submitted four different versions of concept plans they believe meet the Option 2 criteria. The four versions are similar in that:

**the existing house is proposed as Parcel 1 on approximately 1.96 acres – a parcel large enough to include the septic field to the west of the house.

**Parcel 2 is proposed as approximately 3 acres, located on the southern property line of the 40 acres, down off the crest of the hill and in a flag-shaped lot to accommodate the 66’ of frontage on an existing public way, Springdale Center Rd. (An initial calculation estimates that the house would need to be located approximately 760’ from the edge of Springdale Center Rd. to hide the rooftop.)

**Parcel 3 is proposed as approximately 35 acres to contain the bulk of the farmland with a future building site in the general area of the existing house on Parcel 1. The location of the future building site is shown in three different locations.

Discussion:  
MOTION by Hefty/_______ to deny the option 2 concept plan. Discussion. Supervisor Hefty believes that too much farmland is being used and thus, the concept plan does not meet the standards for an option 2 concept plan. The motion died for lack of a second. 

MOTION by Rosenbaum/_______to approve the option 2 concept plan  with the following adjustments: **Locate the building envelope to Parcel 3 closer to Offerdahl Rd. taking into consideration the location of the septic field for the existing house on Parcel 1. 
**Locate the building envelope for Parcel 2 closer to the southern lot line, keeping the rooftop below the crest of the hill. 
Motion withdrawn for further discussion. 

MOTION by Fagan/Leazer to table the matter until a revised concept plan is submitted to the town with the following adjustments:

**Locate the building envelope to Parcel 3 close to Offerdahl Rd., taking into consideration the location of the septic field for the existing house on Parcel 1. (Also, the location of the building envelope for Parcel 3 was proposed near the back lot line of the existing house/Parcel 1.)

**Locate the building envelope for Parcel 2 close to the southern lot line of the 40 acres and extend the driveway to get the house over the crest in the hill. The goal is to maintain contiguous farmland and decrease the visibility of the structures from surrounding lands. Motion to table carried by voice vote. 

PLAN COMMISSION PROCEDURES: The next PC meeting will be held on June 27, 2011, at 8 p.m., with the deadline for submittals as June 13, 2011.  If a site visit is requested, it could be held on Tuesday, June 7, at 6:30 p.m.  
ADJOURN: MOTION by unanimous consent to adjourn. Motion carried 78-0.
