MINUTES OF THE SPRINGDALE PLAN COMMISSION MEETING, June 23, 2014

CALL TO ORDER: by Rosenbaum at 7:05 p.m. 

NOTICE OF THE MEETING: pursuant to Wisconsin Open Meeting Law was confirmed. The final, revised agenda was posted on 6/22/14 in the three customary locations in the Town of Springdale as required by law, and as a courtesy to the citizens, published in the Mt. Horeb Mail on 6/19/14. 
MINUTES: MOTION by Hanson/Sullivan to approve the minutes of 6/2/14 as distributed. MOTION carried 6-0. 

D. SWANSON/PRE-APPLICATION MEETING/CUP-EQUINE ASSISTED THERAPY BUSINESS/OAKWOOD VIEW DR./SEC. 25: NO ACTION: 
Proposal: D. Swanson proposes to conduct an equine-assisted therapy/learning program on her 5.4 acres, zoned A-1, at 1994 Oakwood View Dr. The sessions would be primarily held within the indoor riding arena in the proposed 40’ x 80’ Cleary building. The building would sit in the fenced-in area along the south edge of the property by the row of mature trees. The building would house two large ponies, an office, a tack room and the arena, previously mentioned. The three acres of pasture would be fenced around the building. The sessions would include individual clients or small groups of up to 5-6 clients. The hours of operation would be afternoon to early evening hours and an occasional weekend for learning groups. Parking would be off the road and in the large parking area by the front of the existing residence. 

Possible conditions: The PC discussed the process of reviewing and approving CUPS. It was generally felt that the proposal, with conditions, could meet the six Dane County Code of Ordinance standards required for approval of a CUP. Examples of conditions that typically apply to a CUP include, but may not be limited to the following: outdoor lighting, sound, signage; times of operation; parking and traffic; no employees; no bathrooms; etc. It was stressed that the accessory building could not morph into another use – a possible residence, a large commercial business, etc. 

Next steps:  General consensus was that the proposal fits into the rural environment and does not conflict with the Plan. D. Swanson was urged to speak to all her neighbors to learn their perspective and to bring her suggestions for the conditions for the CUP to the next PC meeting. After she applies to Dane County for the CUP, please provide the Town with a copy of the County two weeks in advance of the PC meeting. 
N. ZILTENER – D. SCHMITT LANDS/3000 SQ. FT. RESIDENTIAL ACCESSORY BUILDING/HAMILTON MEADOWS ROAD/SEC. 12: MOTION by Fagan/Heisch to take no action until the PC can hear directly from the applicants themselves and learn more detail about the proposed accessory building. Discussion: In requesting to be on the agenda, N. Ziltener stated that she is interested in purchasing the D. Schmitt property if she can build a 3000 Sq. Ft. residential accessory building for the storage of cars. She did not attend the meeting. Property owner D. Schmitt did attend the meeting to support the perspective buyer. The Clerk will contact N. Ziltener. Motion to take no action carried 6-0.  
N. & B. HURLEY FOR BAKKEN GRIMSTAD LLC PROPERTY/PRE-SUBDIVISION PLAT/GRIMSTAD RD./SEC. 10:

NO ACTION: Noah and Becky Hurley, Forward Investment Properties, P.O.Box 214, Evansville, WI  53536, attended the PC meeting to meet the PC and discuss their goal to develop the Bakken Grimstad LLC property. To-date they have not acquired the property but are interested in doing so. If they were to purchase it they would retain Vierbicher Engineering, the engineering firm utilized by Bakken Grimstad LLC., and utilize the 9 lot Option 3 clustered rural subdivision concept plan approved by the PC on 1/27/14. The next steps are for them to follow the procedures in the Town Land Use Plan and Land Division and Subdivision Ordinance for plat concept plan and materials and preliminary plat submittal.  
PLAN COMMISSION PROCEDURES: The July PC business meeting will be held on Monday, July 28, 2014, at 7 p.m., with the deadline for submittals on July 14, 2014.  Site visits have been requested and will be held on Monday, July 7, 2014 commencing at 6 p.m. The site visit agenda will be posted in July. 
ADJOURN THE BUSINESS MEETING OF THE PC: MOTION to adjourn by unanimous consent. Motion carried, 8:15 p.m.  

WORK SESSION WITH TB RE: PLAN/ORDINANCE CHANGES: The TB and PC informally discussed another option for the Plan – to allow a property owner to create an additional lot, exceeding the number of density units on the property, when the lot would be restricted for perpetuity to remain as agricultural/open land. The various restrictions and legal documents which might keep the land as agricultural/open forever were discussed. The general consensus was in support of this new option. Next step – draft an amendment to the Plan for further discussion and legal review.
